Important notes:

e Tyvek® HomeWrap is not designed to withstand prolonged weathering, hence the external cladding should be applied within 2 months of
installation.

e Tyvek® HomeWrap must not be installed in areas where winds exceed 120kph.

o Tyvek® HomeWrap shall be installed in accordance with ‘AS/NZS 4200.2:1994 Pliable Building Membranes and Underlays - Installation
Requirements for Metal Roofs, Tile Roofs and Walls’'.

o Tyvek® HomeWrap should not be used under roofs. Due to the lightweight nature of the product, wind may cause excessive flapping and noise.

Framed walls:

Tyvek® HomeWrap is to be fixed securely to the frame using tool fasteners. Fixing points shall be at 600mm spacings horizontally and 600mm
spacings vertically. Alternatively, Tyvek® HomeWrap may be fixed using staples and by strapping at 600mm spacings.
